The SDA Academy of Modelling commenced operation in 1998 when Launceston’s
longest established modelling school, Communications Etcetera — owned and
operated by Mrs Beverley Cullen since 1958, ceased tutoring Mannequins and
Models.

Carol Wadley, former Mannequin and senior tutor with Communications Etcetera
activated the Models and Mannequins Division of the SDA with a vision of upholding
the national standard that Bev Cullen had previously introduced and insisted upon.

Mrs Bev Cullen completed her training at the Australian Mannequin Academy in
Melbourne which was the only training establishment for models in Australia. The
training was of a strict, professional level and Mrs Cullen went on to set that same
standard for the Models and Mannequins Guild of Australia, which she introduced to
Tasmania in the early 1960’s and later went on to become the Models and
Mannequins Division of the SDA.

The SDA Academy of Modelling now prides itself with carrying on Bev Cullen’s
vision and will continue to uphold the standard in Tasmania to a National Level.
